Statement of Financial Position (Balance Sheet) (2025 YTD Actual vs 2024 YTD Actual)
1. Cash for the period of 5/31/25 was $241K higher than 2024 due timing of dues payments.
2. AAHomecare’s investments were $741K higher than last year. For the month our portfolio slightly underperformed posting returns of .48% to 5.84%
3. Accounts Receivable was $37K higher than last year due to the timing of dues payments.
4. Deferred membership dues for renewals and new members were $91K higher than May 2024.
Total assets as of May 31, 2025, were $12.7M, a $914K increase over 2024.
Statement of Financial Analysis (Income Statement) (2025 YTD Actual vs YTD Budget)
The association ended May with net revenue before other expense of $582K. Net revenue after other expense was $189K. This was $189K lower than 2024 due to the number of other expenses for 2025.

1. Membership dues revenue for renewal and new members were $369K ahead of budgeted membership revenue and $76K higher than 2024.
Expense

1. Expenses for the period ending May 31 were $73K less than budget and $81K less than 2024.
